DEFINITION OF THE REQUIREMENT

The National Service Framework requires maternity services to develop the capacity for every woman to have a designated midwife to provide care for them when in established labour for 100% of the time

1:1 midwife care in established labour means:

· A woman in established labour (NICE definition
, as modified by clinical judgement) receives care from a designated midwife for the whole of that labour, or the midwife's whole shift, whichever is the shorter. This midwife will be available to care for the woman 100% of the time.

· At the end of the shift, if necessary, care will be handed over to another designated midwife, who will continue the one-to-one care of that woman.
